	Has there ever been a test in which a player batting at number 11 has made the highest score in an innings ? 

This has been achieved seven times in Tests, most recently by Steve Harmison, with 42 of England’s 304 against South Africa in Cape Town during 2004-05. 
The first instance came in 1884-85, when Fred Spofforth made 50 not out (the first of 12 half centuries by a number 11 in tests) out of Australia’s 163 against England at the Melbourne Cricket Ground.

I noticed that Garry Sobers hit 38 fours but no sixes in his then record Test score of 365 not out in 1957-58. Is this the highest individual test score that did not include a six ? 
It is surprising to find that Garry Sober’s 365 not out against Pakistan in Kingston was not the highest Test score which did not include any sixes.

Brian Lara’s 375 against England in 1993-94 didn’t contain any sixes either. In all there have been seven triple centuries in Tests that did not include any sixes.

However, Tony Greig, who was fielding at silly point, noticed that Alvin Kallicharran, the non-striker who was on 142, was heading off and threw down the stumps at the bowler’s end. With no-one really sure what was happening, Greig appealed and umpire Douglas Sang Hu gave Kallicharran out. 
Many of the crowd had left and were unaware what had happened, but as the evening went on it became clear this was a major incident in the making.
