	We’ve all heard the old adage that 20 wickets wins a test match. Has there ever been an instance where a team has declared twice, but still lost the match ?
There have only been two occasions in Test history when a captain has declared twice but lost. 
The first was in Port-of-Spain in 1967/68, when Garry Sobers closed his first innings at 526-7 and the second at 92-2 : apparently in an attempt to enliven a disappointing series : it did, but not quite in the way Sobers had hoped. England galloped past their target of 215 in around three hours and won the match and (eventually) the series.
The other occasion came early in 2006, when Graeme Smith declared both South Africa’s innings in Sydney, only to see Australia knock off their target of 288 with some ease. South Africa were 0-1 down at the time and needed to win to square the series.
The controversial Test in Centurion in 1999/2000 might also be included here : Hansie Cronje declared South Africa’s first innings and forfeited the second versus England, before losing.

	Within the laws but against the spirit

	Until 1889 there was no mechanism whereby an innings could be declared, and sides had to bat on until their last wicket fell. This led to some farcical incidents, best highlighted by a game between Surrey and Sussex in 1887.

Surrey had a big lead and wanted a go at Sussex on a deteriorating pitch, but Sussex were equally keen not to bat. Thomas Bowley tried to get stumped but the wicketkeeper refused, and then Sussex prolonged the innings by deliberately sending down a number of wides and no-balls. 

Eventually, Bowley kicked down his stumps but enough time had been lost to allow Sussex to escape with a draw. 
Surrey, learning from this, gave away wickets against Nottinghamshire later that summer, causing much anger among the Trent Bridge crowd. 
Declarations were bought in two seasons later.
