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This day in 1927 saw the birth of ball-by-ball radio commentary in the unlikely setting of Leyton, where Essex took on New Zealand.  Rev Frank Gillingham was the commentator on the BBCs Light Programme and his four stints only totalled 25 minutes. Reaction was lukewarm, but the idea was there to stay. It would be 30 years before non-stop ball-by-ball broadcasts were launched by the BBC, with the birth of Test Match Special. 
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Peter Kirsten was born on this day in 1955. He was almost 37 when he made his Test debut, because of South Africa’s omission from the Test arena in the 1970s/80s. His talents were fading by the time he played Test cricket, but he batted doggedly, not least in Adelaide in 1993-94. He scored 79 (in 310 minutes) and 42 (in 259), although his side did go on to lose the match.
