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This day in 1965 saw a drinks break with a difference. It was so cold in the first test between England and New Zealand at Edgbaston that hot coffee was twice served to the batsmen, on this the second day.
The caffeine didn’t do much for Ken Barrington, who was stuck on 85 for 20 overs, and finally made 137 in over seven hours. He was dropped for the next test for slow batting, even though his innings aided England’s win.
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This day in 1911 saw the birth of South African quickie, Bob Crisp, who played 9 tests in the 1930s. However, he is better known for his off field exploits. He climbed Kilimanjaro twice in two weeks, was wounded 5 times as a tank commander in the western desert, was awarded the MC, and also founded the South African magazine Drum.
