This day in 1979 saw the birth of Robert Key, who was marked for great things ever since he helped England win the under-19 World Cup in 1998. But with a top score of 47 from his first eight tests (in 2002 and 2003), he didn’t live up to expectations. In 2004 he burst back into the limelight, scoring 1000 first-class runs by the second day of June, and cracking a magnificent 221 against the West Indies at Lord’s, in his first test appearance for over a year. The jury was still out after a hit and miss winter in South Africa in 2004/05, with Key losing his test place once again. His last test was in Jan 2005.
