This day in 1934 saw the birth of a controversial West Indian fast bowler. Roy Gilchrist was an extremely nasty proposition for batsmen, and in 1958/59 he was sent home from a tour of India in disgrace, Roy Keane style, after excessive use of the beamer and a series of contretemps with his captain, Gary Alexander. He never played test cricket again, and instead spent 20 years terrorising batsmen in the Lancashire League.
